I have received some instructions from the Archdiocese regarding the transfer of student 

files.  

 If a parent has made a request to transfer student files to another school and there is 

no unpaid balance at Ascension School, the files will be mailed or delivered to the 

school that the student will attend next year. 

  The STAND files will also be transferred to the school your child will attend next 

year if they are attending an Archdiocesan school. 

 June 15
th

 is the final day to pay back tuition and request a student’s file to be 

transferred. 

 The medical files and any other confidential information will be given to the parent 

on the last day of school. Parents must pick up medical and confidential files in 

person by June 15th. 

 All confidential files that are not picked up by June 15
th

 will be shredded.  

 As of June 15, 2010, if no request has been made to transfer the file or if there is a 

remaining balance due to Ascension, the remaining current student files will be 

transferred to the Catholic Center at 320 Cathedral Street in Baltimore. 

 Parents must contact the Catholic Center to transfer files after July 1, 2010. 

 If there is a balance due, payment must be made by check or money order. 

 Contact numbers for the Catholic Center will be provided at the end of the school 

year.
